HUMAZ2320: Chinese Drama
Fall 2017

Course Description

This course will introduce selective Western and Chinese literary dramas and provides
students with a forum for extended practice in the art of creative writing. It is designed
for students who have little or no previous experience writing literary texts in a particular
genre. Introductory workshops introduce students to a variety of technical and
imaginative concerns through exercises, readings, and discussions. In addition to weekly
reading literary classics, this course will especially focus on writing dramas. At the end of
the class, students will be required to either write a critical essay on a play you choose or
write a short play, which can be your own original creative writing piece or be adapted
from novels.

Attendance and class participation: 20%
Pop quizzes: 10%
Play presentation: 20%

Final paper (writing a play or criticism on a play): 30%

Final exam: 20%
