This course aims to provide students with a basic understanding of the best known
canonical literary works in premodern China. While focusing on the masterpiece of
Chinese traditional fiction The Story of the Stone (also known as The Dream of the Red
Chamber), the course also calls attention to various genres such as classical poetry and
Ci lyrics. Through a close examination of the texts in conjunction with supplementary
visual materials, the course seeks to explore a series of themes on traditional Chinese
literature, including Chinese poetics, the idea of feelings, gender issues as well as the
concept of modernity.
