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Course Description

This course provides an overview of the various forms of Photography, explores the relationship
between visual communication and art. The course will examine the collaborative process
between light and graphic, concepts and skills. The increasing influences of images and trends
from visual media will also be discussed.

Intended Learning Outcomes (ILOs)
By the end of this course, students should be able to:

Understand the usage of camera and lens, skills of photography

Apply photographic styles, compositions, usage of light and visual elements

Analyze photos through case studies, and the influences in the society

Explain the taught concepts and apply analytical skills to photography in both oral and written format”
Develop a theme, interpret a concept by a series of photos
